Lesson 1 — Mapping Macy’s Journey
Focus: World Geography, Landmarks, Oceans, Continents
Ages: 4–9
Resources: World map, landmark cards, journey worksheet, labelled arrows
Learning Objectives
· Identify countries, oceans and landmarks
· Retell travel sequences
· Use directional language: left, right, across, past, towards, over
Oracy Activities
· Echo Reading: Children repeat Macy’s travel directions.
· Call-and-Response: Teacher says “Buckinghamshire”, pupils reply “To London!”
· Hot-seating Amelie: “Which place surprised you most?”
SEND Adjustments
· Pre-highlighted map route
· Use solid objects (blue silk = sea, stones = mountains)
· Adult-led small group tracing activity
Main Tasks
1. Read Aloud Passage
(Use Macy’s journey described in Book 1 text.)
2. Children trace Macy’s route:
Buckinghamshire → London → North Sea → Denmark → Sweden → Baltic Sea → Russia (Red Square) → Ural Mountains → China (Qiqihar) → Sea of Japan → Japan → Hawaii
3. Landmark Matching: Big Ben, Red Square, Mount Fuji, Hawaii beaches
4. Create a “World Travel Passport” with stamps for each stop.


Lesson 2 — Kindness, Bravery & Problem-Solving (PSED)
Ages: 3–8
Focus: Empathy, courage, teamwork
Resources: Role-play props, bravery medal sheet, kindness stickers
Learning Objectives
· Explore what bravery feels like
· Identify how characters help others
· Understand peaceful solutions to conflict
Oracy Activities
· Feelings Line: Stand on a line to show how brave you feel at different moments in the story
· Talk With 121 Partners: “When have you helped someone?”
· Freeze Frame Drama: Children act out the moment Macy distracts the Ogre
SEND Adjustments
· Emotion cards (happy, scared, brave)
· Offer alternative role-play roles (narrator, sound-effect maker)
· Use social stories about helping others
Main Tasks
1. Re-read the resolution scene where Macy outsmarts the ogre.
2. Group discussion: Was Macy brave because she wasn’t scared? Or brave because she tried anyway?
3. Children design a Bravery Medal or Kindness Badge.
This mirrors the role-play emphasis in your draft pack. 
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Lesson 3 — Write (or Draw) Macy’s Next Mission
We will be running a competition for the best and most imaginative, learning and kind stories to get made up into a fully Illustrated story book.
Ages: 5–9
Focus: Creative Writing, Story Planning
Resources: Story mountain sheet, character cards, blank map, drawing frame
Learning Objectives
· Generate a new adventure setting
· Create a beginning, conflict and resolution
· Use imaginative vocabulary
Oracy Activities
· Storytelling Circle: Each child adds a sentence
· Which landmark should Macy visit next? debate
· Present stories to the class
SEND Adjustments
· Picture-based story frames
· Teacher-scribed sentences
· Voice recording instead of writing
Main Tasks
1. Spark prompt: “A new knock at the window… who is there?”
2. Choose a world location (teacher-provided cards).
3. Identify a creature who needs help (dragon, robot, turtle, etc.).
4. Draft the adventure story (or draw as a comic strip).

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· Why do you think Macy was chosen?
· How did she solve problems without hurting the Ogre/Giant?
