Lesson Plan 1: Geography Adventure – Mapping Macy's Journey
Objective: To introduce children to world geography through Macy’s journey.
Ages: 5–9
Duration: 45 mins
Activities:
· Read aloud Macy's travel sequence.
· Use a world map to trace Macy's route: Buckinghamshire > London > North Sea > Denmark > Sweden > Red Square (Russia) > Ural Mountains > China > Sea of Japan > Japan > Hawaii
· Discuss each country's flag, culture or animal.
· Activity sheet: Colour and label Macy’s world map.

Lesson Plan 2: Kindness & Bravery Roleplay
Objective: Explore empathy, teamwork, and courage. Ages: 3–8
Activities:
· Group reading of Macy and the Ogre's resolution.
· Discuss: What does it mean to be brave? Kind? When have you helped someone?
· Children act out the story (with props like magic trainers, a crown, toy boat).
· Draw a bravery medal and write what you did to earn it.

Lesson Plan 3: Creative Writing - Macy's Next Mission
Objective: Spark imagination and narrative skills. Ages: 6–9
Activities:
· Prompt: "Macy hears another knock at the window... Who needs her help now?"
· Plan a new journey: Where would she go? Who is in trouble?
· Use drawing and writing to storyboard.
· Optional: Perform the story in pairs or groups.

Discussion Questions
1. Why do you think Macy was chosen?
2. How did she solve the problem without hurting the Ogre?
3. What does the story teach us about helping others?
4. Can small people do big things? Why?
5. What would you do with magical trainers?
